Mascoma Valley After School Ski and Ride Program - at Whaleback Mountain!

Join Mascoma Valley Parks & Recreation for one afternoon a week of skiing and snowboarding at Whaleback
Mountain in Enfield. We will be offering a five or six week program for students in K - 12th grade on Tues-
days. Students have the option to participate in a lesson, or free ski/ride (with parental permission and recom-
mended “Blue Ability Level”) for the afternoon. Pending weather, the program will begin on Tuesday, January
9th. If necessary, we will have make-up days added to the end of program. Transportation to Whaleback will
be provided, but parents/guardians are required to pick up at Whaleback.
